1028  Bull, John The King’s Hunting Gig 9.95
A short, easy-to-play work from the very early Baroque. An excellent first
piece to introduce a middle school quartet to music of this era. Middle School.

1037  Couperin Gavotte 9.95

An upbeat Baroque work that’s easily playable by a high school group. Includes
a trombone substitute part for horn. High School.

Includes a D trumpet
substitute for the 1* Bb trumpet. College-level.

Pursell, John arr. Prelude & Fugue on Hark the Herald Angels Sing 9.95
A new take on an old favorite! A stately prelude leads to a rollicking fugue.
C trumpet parts. College-level.
